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THREE PASSOVER FEASTS IN JOHN'S GOSPEL

a.Passover while John the Baptist was still alive (n 2:1323) in the
year 28. Luke mentions that the Baptist appeared i the 15¢h year of
the hegemonia (i, actual reign) of the Emperor Tiberius (Lk 3:1) in
the whole region of Jordan (Lk 3:3; Jn 1:28; 3:23) as a wandering
preacher. That means 26/27. The first Johannine Passover would
therefore have been in 25. This is consistent with the objection made
by the people: It s faken foty-six years to build this temple,and you are
oing to ais it n three days?” (Jn 2:20) 18 B.C. is generally taken to be
the startof the Temple building by Herod: 18 + 28 = 46.

b Passover at the time of the first miracle of feeding
(In 6:4) in the year 29.

. Passover at the time of the Passion (1n 13:1) in the year 3.
